2. In case HG candidates fulfilling the required standards are not available the posts will be filled up by candidates from the open market from same reserved category.
3. ELIGIBILITY CONDITIONS:

(i) Age (As on 01/06/2011): Not less than 18 years and not more than 22 years with relaxation of 5 years for SC/ST/BL, 4 years for MBC and 3 years for OBC. Further, for Home Guard candidates the upper age limits prescribed are 32 years for SC/ST/BL, 31 years for MBC and 30 for OBC categories.

(c) Weight

(iii) Educational Qualification: - Minimum class X passed for open candidates and class VIII passed for HG candidates.

(a) Should have served as Home Guard for minimum period of three years as on 1st June 2011.

(b) Should be in possession of an enrolment or discharge certificate issued by the office of the Dy. Commandant General, Home Guards.

(c) Should not have been charged for offence (s) and punishment listed under 15 (2) of the Sikkim Home Guards Rules, 1993.

(v) Ex Servicemen Candidates

Ex-Servicemen Candidates will be allowed to deduct the period of service rendered in Armed Forces from his actual age subject to their service (continuous) rendered in Armed Forces of the Indian Union is not less than 6 months and that he has not been discharged or dismissed from the service on account of misconduct or inefficiency and is not a deserter.
